Mathematics
Numbers and Calculating

e Know fluently all times tables up to 12 x 12 and their inverse
and fraction facts

¢ Determine the degree of accuracy required for the context of
the question

e Calculate the difference between a positive number and a
negative number

e Be fluent in all written methods, including long division and
long multiplication

e Interpret remainders as fractions or decimals up to 2 decimal
places

e Round a solution up or down according to the context of the
question

e Use BIDMAS to calculate according to the order of
operations

e |dentify common factors, common multiples and primes

Fractions, Decimals and Percentages

e Compare, order and simplify fractions including fractions

greater than 1

Add and subtract fractions, including mixed numbers

Multiply simple pairs of proper fractions

Divide proper fractions by whole numbers

Recognise that 13 + 8 can be written as % and simplified to 1%

Associate decimals equivalents for simple, common fractions

such as 3 =0.375

¢ Solve calculations such as 3.56 x 8 by calculating 356 x 8 then
dividing by 100

e Convert between fractions, decimals and percentages fluently

e Compare or calculate quantities using fractions and percentages

e Compare or calculate quantities or lengths using ratio and
scale factors

Algebra

e Use simple formulae using algebraic notation
e Generate and describe number sequences
e Find pairs of numbers that satisfy an equation such as a + b = prime

Geometry and Measures

e Convert between metric and imperial for miles, inches, pounds
and pints
Calculate area of triangles and parallelograms and volume of cuboids

Recognise, describe and build nets of 3-d shapes

lllustrate and name parts of a circle and know the diameter is

twice the radius

e Apply properties of shapes to classify, compare and find
unknown angles

e Know and use angle rules for shapes and straight lines

e Translate and reflect shapes and find unknown vertices on a

4 quadrant grid

Statistics

e Interpret and construct pie charts and line graphs
e Calculate the mean as an average

Draw 2-d shapes with given dimensions using a ruler and protractor
